Following is a summary of issues discussed at the MDOT-MVA Stat on September 9, 2009.  Analysis is provided by StateStat and the Governor’s Delivery Unit (GDU).
General Discussion
· Overtime Budget.  The Administration’s budget for Overtime in the past has consistently exceeded actual expenditures, as shown in the chart below.  However, a review of the FY 2010 budget (not shown) by the Administration and the StateStat indicates that the OT budget has been cut by over 50% Administration wide.  StateStat and the panel intend to review OT expenditures during FY 2010 to ensure these goals are reached.
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· Ignition Interlock Program (IIP).  The StateStat panel regularly reviews the status of the Ignition Interlock Program.  Participants in the program are given devices which check blood alcohol levels via breath test; if the test is over the legal limit, the device prevents the car from starting.

· The following chart shows the number of participants whose restrictions were removed, either for successful completion of the program or for too many violations.  Those with too many violations who are in the program through court order are returned to the court for failing to meet the terms of sentencing.

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· Alternative Service Delivery.  The Department also reports to StateStat on its efforts to provide service through alternative methods, such as kiosks, internet, and mobile bus centers.  Data indicates that Alternative Service Delivery usage has increased in recent months, and the Department also discussed its efforts to further highlight and encourage utilization of Alternative Service Delivery in the coming months.
