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Following is a summary of issues discussed at the DJS Stat on August 28, 2009. Analysis is provided by StateStat and the Governor’s Delivery Unit (GDU).
General Discussion
· The Sharing of School Records. DJS stated that they are still working with all school jurisdictions to come to an agreement in terms of sharing information in terms of attendance records of students. DJS will be doing the following in the coming months:
· Review alternative scenarios regarding transfer of attendance records to and from both DJS and LSS with Agency AG

· Review and draft MOU for LSS to sign

· Broker a meeting with MSDE 

· Follow up meetings will be held with PGCPS and MCPS to re-engage LSS in the truancy partnership concept (tentative October 2009)

In September and October, DJS plans to:

· Schedule regional meetings to address all FERPA concerns regarding data transfers and to initiate data transfers

· Conduct Regional meetings with Eastern Shore and Western Maryland

· 13/23 LSS to potentially be initiated in Fall/Winter 2009

· Overtime Hours.  DJS was asked to explain why overtime hours at the Administration Level in Baltimore City were at a high rate for the month of July 2009. DJS explained that transportation falls under the category of Administration and several employees were asked to work at different locations However, DJS also stated that they will see what measures can be taken to reduce these hours further. 
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Total Overtime Hours, Baltimore City, Administration, by Pay Period, from January 2009-July 
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· VPI.  At the request of the GDU and StateStat, DJS was asked to explain the levels of VPI and provide a breakdown by region. 
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· GPS.  DJS was asked to explain the criteria for placing youth on GPS. DJS submitted the following:
Criteria for placement of youth on GPS:

· VPI youth-Level One and sanctions for non-VPI youth 

· Court Orders that specifically request GPS

· Court Orders with specific language that reference public safety being compromised (i.e., the Court has determined that efforts to work with the respondent in the community have failed to stop the respondent from committing additional offenses which compromise the safety and welfare of the child and community)

· Youth who have a history of failing the Community Detention program
